“Radical Meekness”

Galatians 5:23 (KJV)
     22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith,
    23 Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.


What is Meekness? 
· Meekness is not weakness or timidity. 

2 Timothy 1:7 (NLT) 
     “For God has not given us a spirit of fear and timidity, but of power, love, and self-discipline.”
 
    Greek word for Meekness praotes, [prah-ot’-ace]: Meekness, gentleness, or humility

Meekness is strength under control:
 
1) Meekness Demonstrate Godly Wisdom
James 3:13 (NKJV)
    “Who is wise and understanding among you? Let him show by good conduct that his works are done in the meekness of wisdom”


2) Meekness is Non-Resistance
Luke 6:29 (NKJV)
     “To him who strikes you on the one cheek, offer the other also. And from him who takes away your cloak, do not withhold your tunic either.”


3) Meekness is Precious in God’s Sight
1 Peter 3:4 (NKJV)
     “Rather let it be the hidden person of the heart, with the incorruptible beauty of a gentle and quiet spirit, which is very precious in the sight of God.”
