“Radical Kindness”

   “In 2026, we're moving beyond the surface by deepening our faith in Jesus Christ to ignite a life of purpose, power, and transformation."

   A disciple who has Radical faith is one who moves beyond the surface to become firmly rooted and grounded in Jesus Christ."

Kindness is not a Feeling or an Emotion: 

1) Kindness is more about an intentional action

2) Kindness requires one’s inner moral strength that comes from the Holy Spirit 

3) Kindness is a deliberate act that enhances [or builds up] another person’s life 

4) Kindness transcends boundaries, association, ethnicity, and race
