“From Water to Power”
(Part 2)


    Jesus explicitly states in Acts 1:8, that witnessing is impossible in human strength alone. The Holy Spirit is the source of the courage, wisdom, strength, and power needed to share the good news of Jesus Christ

What is a witness?
     The Greek word for witness is [martus, (mar'-toos)], one who is willing to suffer death rather than renounce their faith in Jesus Christ 

When a Disciple is Empowered by the Holy Spirit: 

1. A Disciple is Transformed Into a Christ-Centered Ambassador 

2 Corinthians 5:20 (NLT)
     “So we are Christ’s ambassadors; God is making his appeal through us. We speak for Christ when we plead, ‘Come back to God!’”

2. A Disciple is Transformed Into Salt

Matthew 5:13 (NLT)
    “You are the salt of the earth. But what good is salt if it has lost its flavor? Can you make it salty again? It will be thrown out and trampled underfoot as worthless.”



3. A Disciple is Transformed Into Salt
     14 “You are the light of the world—like a city on a hilltop that cannot be hidden. 
     15 No one lights a lamp and then puts it under a basket. Instead, a lamp is placed on a stand, where it gives light to everyone in the house.
